Those desiring to enter vocational ministry to children 
have many options upon graduation, as many 
churches and pastors contact SAGU in hopes to fill 
children’s pastorates.  Our graduates have become 
pastors of children and family ministries, missionaries 
in foreign and U.S. contexts, directors of non-profit 
organizations, and other career roles. In addition, 
many of our graduates have pursued a wide variety of 
master’s degrees in order to enhance their ministries 
to children (education, counseling, social work, etc.)
